Technical Requirements 

 

Aga-Boom is a technically complex production which requires adherence to the specifications listed herein. Your 

cooperation and advance preparation will facilitate efficient load-in, performance and load-out. This Technical Rider is 

an integral part of the Agreement.

1.    Presenter’s Representative 

 

A) The Presenter agrees to provide a responsible person with decision–making powers in all matters including 

incurring expenses and disbursements -- to be at the venue one hour prior to load-in and available solely to Aga-

Boom’s representative or Aga-Boom throughout the engagement until load-out has been completed and the crew 

has left the premises. 

 

B) The Presenter shall provide Aga-Boom with a list of telephone numbers for its administrative and technical staff 

(business and residence) fourteen (14) days prior to any and all performances.  In addition, the Presenter shall 

provide all information regarding places and capacity in which the presentation is going to be held, persons and 

staff in charge of lighting, sound, transportation and hotel at least fourteen (14) days prior to the presentation. 

 

C) 1. For all publicity and at all times, the Aga-Boom show should be billed and referred to as: Theater of 

Physical Comedy “AGA-BOOM”, created by Dimitri Bogatirev.  In all press conferences, the Presenter’s 

representative should distribute promotional packages including biography, photos and other promotional 

material that may be needed for effective press coverage. Also, in places where the performance is to be held, 

signs and/or posters of Aga-Boom should be clearly displayed.  It is recommended that a television monitor 

and a DVD player be placed in high traffic areas or at the box office to show promotional videos. 

 

2. All printed programs must carry the following credit: “Originally presented at the Falcon Theater, Burbank 

California; Gary Marshall, Katherine Marshall and Rowan Joseph, Producers. 

 

D) 1. The Presenter is responsible for presenting to Aga-Boom and/or its Booking Agent complete promotional and 

advertising plans for review and approval before being implemented.  

 

 2. The use of the name “Cirque du Soleil” in any form of advertising is prohibited. 

 

E) The Presenter is responsible for sending detailed information about the layout of the performance venue 

(auditorium, theater, etc.) where the event will take place, as well as sending a list confirming all equipment that 

will be provided.  A Technical Questionnaire will be provided upon issuance of the Performance Agreement.  

 



2.    Local Transportation of Personnel and Freight 

 

The Presenter shall provide, at its expense, for the local transportation of personnel and freight, as follows: 

  

A) Ground transportation for Aga-Boom’s cast, crew, personal luggage, and cargo shall be coordinated with all 

flight arrival times, and shall be provided from the airport to the performance venue and hotel.  In addition, the 

Presenter shall provide local transportation to and from any and all rehearsals, sound checks and performances.  

This service shall also be provided to and from any and all press conferences, television and/or radio 

appearances or interviews that are approved by Aga-Boom or its Management.  For local shuttling, an air-

conditioned, 9-11 passenger van, with 24-hour accessibility, shall be made available to the Company.  A large 

cargo van should be sufficient for transporting the Company’s equipment, props, and costumes from the airport 

to the performance venue. 

 

3.    Hotel 

 

Presenter, at its sole cost and expense, shall provide Aga-Boom cast and crew, from the time of their arrival to the time of 

their departure, with the following: 

 

A) First-class hotel accommodations.  Rooms should be air-conditioned, with private bathrooms (showers preferred) 

and daily cleaning service.  

 

B) Hotel room breakdown is as follows:  one suite (or two adjoining rooms) and 4-5 single rooms (subject to change 

on property) 

 

4.    Labor/Crew/Load-in 

 

A minimum of 12-16 hours is required for load-in and set-up. 

 

The Presenter will be responsible for providing the appropriate Carpenters, Electricians, Riggers, and Stagehands, etc. to 

accomplish the installation of the required lighting, trussing, sound, and other theatrical equipment. 

 

For performing arts centers, university theatres, and concert series which have contracted Aga-Boom for from one (1) 

performance to one (1) full weekend of performances, Aga-Boom’s Production Stage Manager will be allowed access to 

the venue and provided with the entire stage crew for the load-in and build of the show one day prior to the first 

performance.   

 

Technical personnel (subject to change based on venue specifications) shall consist of:  
 
• Technical Director  

• Light Board Operator 

• 1 (one) Sound Technician to set up equipment for our Sound Operator/ Live SFX Artist. 

• 2 (two) Stagehands for the build, to act as running crew, cleanup and a minimum of 2 (two) hour pre-set.  

• 2 (two) Spot Light Operators. 

• 2 (two) Truck Loaders (for load- in and load-out in union houses only). 

• 2 (two) crew members or ushers to clean the house after each performance.  

 

Four (4) crewmembers will be selected and trained to work the run of the show.  Two (2) will operate the spotlights and 

two (2) will be the deck crew.  Once trained, no substitution may be made in these positions during the engagement 

unless specifically requested by Production Stage Manager. 

 

All stagehands must be experienced in technical theatre, have basic tools (hammer, screw drivers, crescent wrench, 

pliers, etc.) and be present for all crew calls.  

 



A) All arrangements regarding labor calls and /or needs are the responsibility of the Presenter. The labor calls shall 

be based on the premise that able-bodied stagehands can and will assist in all areas as the need arises. The 

production travels with an extremely small crew whose primary function is to supervise and coordinate the local 

crew to assure a smooth and safe engagement. Exact crew call to be determined. 

 

B) Tampering with any of Aga-Boom costumes, props, scenery or any other equipment is strictly prohibited unless 

authorized by Aga-Boom. 

 

C) The Presenter shall provide one (1) person with vehicle (runner) who has local knowledge who will be able to 

make purchases and trips to the store as and when required. This person shall be under the direction of Aga-

Boom. 

 

5.  Technical Requirements 

 

A) Presenter will give Aga-Boom access to all existing theatre and stage lights, sound system, fly lofts, rigging 

points and other stage or venue equipment. 

 

B) At no time during the performance run of Aga-Boom will the Presenter or theatre have use of any Aga-Boom 

equipment, plan other events on stage, or use wings, dressing rooms or interfere with the Aga-Boom show set 

without the prior written consent of the Aga-Boom Representative. 

 

Sound: 

 
A Theater sound system of good quality is required: 

1 Mixer (11/2input and 1 RCA input) 10 available channels 

Amplifiers 

1 Dual CD Deck or two single CD decks    

Headset intercom system with stations for the Production Stage Manager, Deck Crew. 

Light Board and Spot Operators and Sound Technician 

1 Microphone hard-wired for Sound Operator for Live SFX  

2 large backstage monitors  

Headsets 

House speaker system 

Cables and plugs as necessary 

  

Lighting and other electrical needs: 

 
24 pars to be hung about 2 (two) feet above the paper drop. Wide lenses. Focus is down onto the drop itself for wash. Gel 

is from stage right to stage left: red, no color, blue, red, no color, blue, etc. Circuit reds together, blues together and no 

colors together. 

 

6 pars in each wing stacked in pairs on a ladder, pipe or tree. The top instruments should be at least 2 (two) feet higher 

than the backdrop. The ladder, tree or pipe should sit about 6 (six) feet offstage from the backdrop. These are for the 

diagonal slashes on the backdrop. The fixtures used for the slashes should use narrow or medium lenses. Gelled stage 

right: top 2 red, middle 2 blue, bottom 2 no color. Stage left: top 2 blue, middle 2 red and bottom 2 no color. Circuit each 

instrument separately. 

 

 
 



4 pars hung upstage center to serve as backlight on performers. No color, Circuit together. 

 

3 pars or lekos in each wing on a ladder, pipe or tree. These are to create cross light or corridors of light. They should be 

stacked on top of each other. Gelled stage right: top red, middle no color and bottom blue. Gel opposite stage left. Circuit 

separately. 

 

1 par on a base. It will sit on the deck in the stage right wing. No color. For specialty act. Circuit separately. 

 

2 Lekos hung a minimum of 4 (four) to 6 (six) feet downstage of the drop. These create a 10 (ten) feet in diameter circle 

on the deck. Soft edge. No color. Circuit together. 

 

6 Lekos for gobos/specials. Hung on balcony slot. Hard focus. No color. Will bring gobos. Circuit 3 separately and 3 

together. 

 

• Moon Gobo for drop (gobo provided) 

• Stars gobo light for Drop (gobo provided) 

• Aga-Boom Gobo for Drop (gobo provided) 

• The End Gobo for Drop (gobo provided) 

• Fixtures at each upper side of paper drop, throwing a blended beam diagonally across respectively. Each tree to 

be gelled as follows: 2 blue, 2 red, 2 no color. See diagram above. 

• Center Down Circle, about 10’ in diameter, hard edge 

• Center Down Square, about 30”x30”, hard edge 

• Tight Front Special on “Don’t Touch” Button, soft edge 

• Bright, No-Color Par or Strobe Special  

• 1 (one) 3-inch fresnel placed down left of center on edge of deck. Serves as floorlight. 

 

 

A minimum of 36 pars for front light; minimum of 45 pars for a wider stage. These are to create a full deck wash. Gelled 

red, no color and blue. Circuit reds together, blues together and no colors together.  

 

2 followspots. Frames: red, light lavender, evening blue, diffusion or frost, no color. 

 

We bring a 3” Fresnel. It is wired for Edison and must be circuited separately into the board. 

 

We require the ability for a bump to blackout and a fade to black from the light console. We will use only submasters and 

will program a minimum of 15 scene looks plus specials. The looks will not necessarily go in numerical order. 

 

We need a charging station backstage with a dedicated, 24-hour Edison outlet. This is for charging props. I will need 2 

power strips as the chargers are too large to fit onto 1 strip. 

 

4 (four) Outlet Adaptors 220 to 110 volts, minimum power: 600 watt. For international venues: voltage converters for 

edison props as noted. 

 

We also need one dedicated Edison outlet offstage right for a prop that is carried onstage to down center. Cable length is 

important depending upon the width of your stage. Probably will need 100’. 

 

We will need an area backstage for building and storing our large balloons. Again, an Edison outlet for the build. 

 

Onstage props that require Edison: 

 

2 Skydancer fans.  

2 strobe lights – American DJ 

1 police type beacon. 

1 bubble machine and fan. 

 

 

 



These can all be cabled to our power box backstage left OR wired into the lightboard. If we have 2 stage hands, it is 

better to use the backstage connection. Again, in your venue, cabling may be an issue as we do not carry great lengths of 

cable with us. The Skydancers draw power; the rest of the fixtures are minimal draw. 

 

If the venues are wired for foreign electricity, we will require a minimum of five (5) voltage converters. 

 

Gels: 

 

For spotlights: 

Diffusion= Rosco 119  

Light Lavender= Lee 052 

Primary Red= Lee 106 

Blue= Lee 085 

 

For backdrop, deck wash and corridor lights: 

Primary Red= Lee 106 

Blue= Rosco 80 

 

Special Effects Equipment (to be provided by Presenter): 

 

• 1-2 Fog Machines: “Fog Storm 1200”, American DJ  (1200-watt heater with 7000 cubic feet per minute capacity 

or more.) 

• 1-2 Bubble Machines: “ BU -400 Bubble machine (Bubble blast) 

• 1-2 Fans for Bubble Machines, 16’’ 

• One (1) Medium-size tank of helium   

• 1 (one) microphone stand with heavy, round base. 

 

A) The Presenter agrees that should the power to any unit or part of the equipment used by Aga-Boom be turned 

off or tampered with without consent of Aga-Boom’s Production Stage Manager  or should the power fail for 

any reason, the Presenter shall be liable for the whole cost of any equipment damaged by this act. The Presenter 

should note, and warn all necessary personnel of this condition. 

B) If Aga-Boom’s Director or Production Stage Manager determines that the venue does not have consistent or 

sufficient power to support the smooth and safe operation of the show, the Presenter is responsible for securing 

appropriate generators, etc as necessary. 

C) Any technical or power problems as a result of items A or B that are unresolved three (3) hours prior to 

performance could result in a delayed or canceled performance. 

 

Sign 

 

Sign that says:  

Warning! 

 This show uses  

Strobe Lights, Sirens, Bubbles, Fog, Toilet Paper, Water, Laughs  

And lots and lots of fun!! 

should be placed in the lobby. 

6.  Stage 

 

• Proscenium Stage opening a minimum of 21’(twenty-one feet) wide, 24’ (twenty-four feet) deep, 20’ (twenty 

feet)  high. 

• Minimum 8’ (eight feet) clear space upstage of drop to back wall. 

 

 

 

 



• Draperies: 
o Overhead masking  (black velour teaser preferred)  20’-28’, (depending upon the size of the stage), by 

4’.  
o 2 (two) sets legs stage left and right (black velour preferred) to create wings. Minimum 4’  (four feet) 

between each leg measuring from downstage to upstage. 
o 2 (two) sets legs – one at each end of paper drop for masking.. 
o 1 (one) flyable batten to hang paper drop.  
o 1 (one) floor pipe – ¼ inch -  to secure drop. 
o 2 (two) sandbags, pellet bags or stage weights to secure floor pipe. 

 

Size of paper drop: minimum height: 20’ (twenty feet), maximum width 27’ (twenty-seven feet) 

 

• Backstage: 
o 4 (four) 6’x3’ long tables; 2 (two) on each side of the stage for props.  
o Backstage running lights  
o Running lights over props tables. 
o 4 (four) chairs – 2 (two) each side of stage.  

THEATRE CAPACITY:  from 300 seats in venues with main floor seating only to a maximum 2,000 seats in venues 

with a balcony.  Technical adjustments to be determined according to the size of the venue.  It is also agreed that Aga- 

Boom will not perform for an audience of less than 50 people with no financial penalty to Aga Boom.  Recommended for 

ages 5 years and up. 

On two-performance days, the minimum time requirement between shows is 2 (two) hours from curtain down to the 

reopening of the house. 

The Aga-Boom performance is adaptable to a variety of existing stage layouts.  All stages should be clean with smooth 

and secure surfaces.  Temporary stages must be secure and level.  Orchestra pits must be covered or raised to the height 

of the stage. 

Front row of audience should be no more than 5’ (five feet) from the edge of the stage. 

A) Stage access from the house will be necessary as part of the stage business during the performance. Stairs should 

be located at the center of the apron. If stairs are removable, house will install stairs prior to load-in and ensure 

that all stairs are safe and clear of any obstacles. Staircases cannot have handrails. However, the production will 

utilize existing stairs if necessary. 

B) The stage will be mopped before each performance paying particular attention to removing any bubble residue 

and all confetti from the stage floor. 

C) On stage rehearsal time for up to four (4) hours per day may be required for cast to maintain the quality of each 

performance. Certain crew members may also be required for the lights, sound and rigging at these rehearsals. 

The scheduling of such rehearsal time, if required, will be made one (1) hour after the conclusion of the prior 

day’s performance(s). 

D) In the event that Aga-Boom is asked to temporarily remove props from the stage, a lockable, secure storage 

space large enough to store ALL props and costumes will be provided by Presenter.  

E) If performance is in a tented arena, the indoor temperature will not exceed 75 degrees Fahrenheit/24 degrees 

Celsius. 



7.  Dressing Rooms 

        A)  Only authorized personnel are allowed. To be determined by the Aga-Boom company.  

        B)  Facilities must be clean and equipped with the following for 5 performers: 

Two  private dressing rooms with makeup tables, lights, mirrors and chairs with backs, 2 (two) costume racks 

with 30 (thirty) hangers, steamer, nearby lavatory and sink with hot and cold running water, electrical outlets, 

garbage can, soap and paper towels, 5 (five) bath sized towels and shower. 

8.  Hospitality and Catering  

A)  Presenter must provide for the Aga-Boom core company, light catering service (for 7-8 people) with a variety of 

sandwiches, light salads, vegetables, fruit salads, fruits, nuts, baked goods, juice, soft drinks, coffee, tea and 

minimum 10-one liter bottles of water. Fruit should be with peel: eg: bananas, apples, pears, grapes, oranges, etc 

Catering should be available during the load-in and, as well, 2 hours before performances and 30 minutes before 

rehearsals. 

9.  Security  

A) If necessary, Presenter will provide security guards within the facility for the stage and backstage areas to insure 

that no unauthorized persons will be on stage or backstage at any time.  

B) If necessary, one (1) security guard from the venue must be present during load-in and load-out of Aga-Boom.  

10.  Concessions 

Presenter will provide a booth (kiosk or table) where Aga-Boom merchandise will be sold one hour prior to and after 

each performance. Presenter will also provide the necessary staff to handle sales, cash and credit transactions and an 

accounting of each performance’s revenues to be reconciled with Aga-Boom’s Director. 

11.  Miscellaneous 

A) Presenter, upon request from the Company, will make available up to 8 (eight) complimentary tickets per 

performance with preferred seating.  

 

B) No opening acts, master of ceremonies, presentations or speeches are to be made prior to or at the conclusion of 

Aga-Boom’s performances without approval and written confirmation from Aga-Boom’s management.  

 

C) Due to the nature of special effects in the production, all ambient house lights must be fully dimmable. The 

Production Stage Manager will provide house staff with specifics regarding late-seating and blackouts. 

 

Summary 

 
We hope that we have covered every aspect of the show and would like to stress if there are any inquiries or should you 

have any problem with the requirements of this Rider, Aga-Boom’s Producer and/or Technical Staff may be contacted as 

first listed above. 

 

We also acknowledge that it will not be possible at every venue to comply with every requirement listed in the Rider. 

However, it must be stressed that any amendments or alterations must be made in writing and signed by both parties, 

prior to the date of the engagement. 

 

We would also like to stress again, the importance of a professional Stage Crew to insure the smooth running of the entire 

engagement. This includes the presence all day of the House Electrician, the Presenter’s representative, and all necessary 

House Staff.
