Technical Requirements 

 
 
The following are technical requirements for a full-length program lasting approximately 75 minutes plus intermission. 
For shorter programs of approximately 45-60 minutes in length (without intermission), the video projection, black light 
(UV) and strobe light equipment are not required. 
 
The Company shall have exclusive, unrestricted access to the theatre, stage, and equipment for not less than 8 hours 
prior to  the start of a full-length performance.  The stage shall be entirely cleared and in readiness prior to the arrival 
of the Company.  The stage area, wings, and dressing rooms shall be heated (or cooled) to 68º - 75º F. 
 
STAGE  
 
Minimum performance space:  Width:  25 feet.   Depth:  20 feet.   Height:  16 feet. 
 
A Proscenium or Moderate Thrust Stage is acceptable.  No audience seating is permitted on stage. 
 
The Stage should be elevated from the audience seating so that the dancers’ floor movements can be seen.  If the stage 
is on the same level as the house floor, stadium or bleacher seating is preferred so that the entire audience is able to see 
the stage floor.  This is VERY IMPORTANT because the choreography includes many movements that are performed 
low to the ground or on the stage floor. 
 
A black, full stage backdrop is required.  In addition, a white backdrop or white cyc is requested for special lighting. 
 
There should be legs and borders (black preferred). There must be wing space of at least 6 feet on each side of the stage. 
 
FLOOR 
 
A smooth (finished), resilient wood floor is required.  A portable, wood floor may be acceptable.   
 
Depending on the condition of the floor, a Marly, vinyl or linoleum floor covering may be requested.    
 
In all cases, the stage floor surface should NOT be rubbery or sticky, but should be somewhat slippery because many 
movements require that the dancer(s) slide on the floor, sometimes on their heads.  The floor must be completely level 
and free from any obstructions whatsoever.  Nails, staples, splinters, holes, metal trap doors, etc. are not acceptable. 
 
VIDEO  
 
One video projector with at least 9000 lumen capacity for rear video projection is required.  A second video projector is 
requested, i.e. one in front and one behind the screen.   
 
The size of the projector screen should be approximately 12 feet wide by 9 feet high, and, preferably, translucent.   
 
STAGE PROPS 
 
The Company requires that the Presenter provide, build, or rent Two Free-Standing Screens, each of a different 
 size (see diagrams of Type A and Type B Screens).    
 
The screens are used in one or more segments during the performance for quick costume changes behind the screens 
and for a movement emulating a person on an escalator. 
 
The screens needn’t be of a specific color or display a picture or drawing.  Although Japanese Shoji screens are best,  if 
the Presenter cannot procure Shoji screens or determines it is too expensive to rent from the local Japanese community 
or furniture rental company, the screens can be constructed of wood or cardboard and be painted a neutral color. 



 

 
 
The Company requires that the Presenter provide Two well-constructed chairs without armrests (see examples 
below). 
 
Both chairs should be identical. 
The seating areas of the chairs should be hard and flat (i.e. not upholstered) because the dancers will be standing on 
them. 
They need to be somewhat lightweight since the dancers will be moving and lifting them during the program segment. 
They should have rubber or smooth metal tips on the legs so that they don’t scratch the floor when sliding. 

 
The Company requires that the Presenter provide a Japanese Sword. 
 
Any kind of Japanese sword (or similar) is acceptable.  It can be authentic or fake.  Often an inexpensive sword ($30-
40) can be found  at a local Chinatown or online.  Following are examples:   
 
 

 
 



 
The Company requires that the Presenter provide a Japanese flower arrangement (Ikebana) 
 
Although real flowers are preferred, fake (silk or plastic) are acceptable.  Following are sample images of acceptable 
arrangements.  Available at discount stores such as Walmart, Costco, or Target for about $30. 

 
 
LIGHTING 
 
The Company will try to use the lighting equipment available to the theater on a normal basis.  It should be understood 
that if the theater has very limited equipment, some rental may be necessary.  This is open to negotiation. 
 
The Company's light plot should be accurately hung, circuited, and patched prior to the arrival of the Company. 
 
The Venue should have a Computer Lighting Console (200 channels preferred).  The Presenter agrees that the 
Company’s lighting cues and circuiting plan shall be pre-loaded onto the light-board prior to the Company’s arrival.   
 
Required:  Special Black Light Equipment: 
 
A number of long tube black (UltraViolet) lights, depending on stage size (so that they cover the entire stage), should 
be placed at the edge of downstage.  The house and stage must be be COMPLETELY DARK (i.e. BLACKOUT) so that 
the Performer will  be COMPLETELY INVISIBLE on stage during this six-minute segment. 
 
Optional:  Special Strobe Light Equipment  
 
For this two-minute (optional) segment, the Company requests that the Presenter provide two strobe light units 
(depending on the size of stage and theater) with power pack (Dynalite M1000 Power Pack preferred.) 
 
Strobe light units and power pack can usually be rented from a local, professional camera supply store.  If unavailable 
locally, the Company agrees to rent such equipment in New York and transport it to the Presenter’s venue PROVIDED 
the Presenter agrees to pay the cost of the rental fee and excess baggage fees during flights.  
 
The Company agrees to provide, at no cost to the Presenter, a Pocket Wizard transmitter in order to trigger the strobe 
units.   
 
The strobe light units should be placed overhead. 
 
SOUND 
 
The Presenter shall provide an Amplifier and a Speaker System appropriate for the venue. 
 
The Company shall provide a laptop computer and/or a CD/DVD player that can play audio CDs or wav/mp3 files as 
well as a DVD for the dance segment using the video projector(s). 
 
The Presenter must provide appropriate cables and hookups in order to connect the venue’s sound system and video 
projector with the Company’s computer or CD/DVD player. 
 
The Presenter must also provide technicians, as detailed in the Stage Crew Personnel requirements below, who can 
synchronize the playback of the audio and video used in the production. 
 



STAGE CREW PERSONNEL 
 
Load-in/Set-up and Technical Rehearsal:  3 crew members for 6-8 hours  
   Set up includes props, video and sound equipment, projector screen, set light levels and focus, etc. 
 
Performance Call:  3 crew members for 2 hours  
 
The running crew for the Technical Rehearsal and Performance Call shall be comprised of : 
 
1 sound technician to play and stop music tracks 
1 lighting director/board operator 
1 video projection technician 
 
DRESSING ROOM(S) and QUICK-CHANGE AREA 
 
Even though the Company consists of only 2-3 performers (plus a stage manager), the dressing room(s) should be 
sufficiently spacious in order to accommodate a number of costumes and large props. 
 
Each dressing room should have at least one full-length mirror. 
 
A restroom or lavatory with running water (where the performers can remove make-up during costume changes), 
should be located  in or near the dressing room(s) and NOT be accessible or available to the public.   
 
For some quick costume changes during the performance, the dancers require a space or room with immediate access to 
the stage.  This quick-change area should contain a full-length mirror and a portable light that can be switched on/off 
manually. 
 
HOSPITALITY 
 
For the performers and crew members, the Presenter must provide, 2 hours before a full performance:  snacks and 
beverages, including fruit juices, spring water, hot water for coffee and/or tea, a fruit tray (grapes, bananas, apples, 
oranges, etc.), raw vegetables, sandwiches, cheese and crackers.  Bottled water must be available in the dressing rooms 
and backstage at stage right and left during performance. 
 
NOTE 
 
If you have any concerns about meeting the above technical requirements, you may wish to negotiate changes in this 
technical rider with the Company’s Director.  He must first review the venue’s technical specifications and equipment 
inventory as detailed in the Tech Questionnaire that should be returned to the Agent as soon as possible.
