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“Group Leaders” 
Responsibility of the Group Leaders: 

·    Leadership of the group while in 
transit. 

·    Be firm and decisive. 

·    Explain routes to predetermined 
destinations. 

·    If distance dictates, select some rest 
stops and stick to the plan. 

·    Explain the formations to be used 
during transit; staggered formation 
should be used for nearly all the 
group rides. 

·    Try to find out the riding skills of 
the group members you are leading, 
so that you do not attempt to lead 
beyond their ability. 

·    Explain the two-second rule and the 
necessity to keep closed up. 

·    Explain the lane numbers (lane #1 
is the fastest or left lane). 

·    The Group Leaders should select 
their own Back Doors (Charlie). 

·    Maintain the integrity of the group. 

·    If the Back Door advises that one of 
the group is having a problem and 
is leaving the group, the Group 
Leader should bring the group to a 
safe place to pull off and wait for 
the Back Door to report back in. 

·    Recognize and obey all vehicle 
code rules and regulations (i.e. 
Watch speed limits). 

·    Slow down, if necessary, when the 
Back Door tells you part of the 
group didn’t make the light, etc. 

·    Lane Changes (two-lane – two-way 
traffic): If it looks like it is going to 
be a long drawn out process to get 
all of the bikes in your group 
around a vehicle, consider slowing 
down instead and keep your group 
intact. 

·    Lane Changes (highway with a least 
two lanes for your direction): The 
Group Leader will inform the Back 
Door of the need to move into 
another lane and the number of the 
lane to move into. At the first 
opportunity, the Back Door moves 
into the new lane, preventing any 
traffic from trying to pass the team 
in that lane. The Back Door informs 
the Group Leader when the lane is 
“secure” and the Group Leader will 
then announce over the CB to all 
bikes in his group “let’s all move to 
the #___ lane … GO!” The Group 
Leader hesitates before saying GO, 
allowing each bike a few moments 
to look for themselves, that it is safe 
to move over. Then all the bikes 
will signal (don’t forget hand 
signals) and follow the bike in front 
of them into the new lane. This 
method is used, as not all our bikes 
are equipped with working CBs and 
wouldn’t otherwise know that the 
group is moving to a different lane. 
This is a better method than a 
simple free for all and certainly 
looks better. 

·    Keep in mind that the Group 
Leader’s job is not to be a tourist, 
but to maintain the group in a safe 
manner. If you want to just enjoy 
the ride, don’t volunteer to be the 
leader. 

·    If there is more than one group, use 
your group # when using the CB. 

·    You and/or your co-rider should 
point at any hazards you may see on 
the road for the bikes behind you, 
even if you have already said 
something about it on the CB.

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From the saddle of the ACD 
“Ride Coordinator” 

�  urrently, the chapter doesn’t 
have either a Ride Coordinator 
or a Ride Planner.  We 

seriously need someone to step up and 
assume, at least one or both, of those 
roles. While my health doesn’t always 
let me ride anymore, I want the Chapter 
to start riding again. As I write this, I’m 
looking out on a lawn full of some 
strange “white stuff” all over it, but 
soon it will be cool, crisp, comfortable 
and time to ride! This does not mean 
your leaders want to set up all the rides. 
We want your input. If you have a 
favorite ride or want to lead a ride, 
please let one or more of us know. 

We as a Chapter will need to do 
some relearning what group riding is. 
We need to learn the terms, what is the 
Road Captain, what is Charlie or 
Sweep. We also need to learn when we 
are riding in a group, turning, changing 
lanes, stoplights, riding stagger, two-
second rule etc. Within the next few 
months the Chapter needs to get 
together and have a refresher day, Scott 
as Rider Educator and I would like to 
set this up to get the rust/cobwebs out 
of all of our minds. And always 
remember, no matter how many years/
miles you have ridden, it is always 
good to go over techniques and skills. 

We will be, with your help and 
input, setting up some rides and events 
for the Chapter. We will try to let you 
know what is going on in the WING 
WORLD. If you find something that 
the Chapter needs to know, let me 
know and I will put it in our article. 

George tries to put into the 
newsletter those rides and events that 
are going on in the Texas, Oklahoma, 
Arkansas, and Louisiana areas. They 
will primarily be GWRRA/Chapter 
events, plus, any other rides, dates, or 
events that he feels may be of 
significance or interest. 
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Le v e l  2  (S a fe t y  b y 
Education – Tour Rider/Co-
Rider Education) – Level 1 
enrollment, 5000 ‘Safe Miles’, 
M/C License or Endorsement, 
AND Approved rider course 
within three years. (Co-riders 
don’t require the license 
endorsement, and can take a co-
rider seminar instead of a rider 
course)  

You will receive a triangular 
Rider or Co-Rider patch. 

Le v e l  3  (S a fe t y  b y 
Preparedness – Certified Tour 
Rider/Co-Rider) – Level 1 
Enrollment and current in level 
2, M/C License or Endorsement, 
Approved Rider/Co-Rider 
course within 3 years, Current 
CPR or First Aid course (either 
one), AND Carry First Aid kit 
on bike. 

You will receive a rectangular 
Tour Rider or Co-Rider patch. 

Level 4 (Safety by Enhanced 
C o m m i t m e n t  a n d 
P r e p a r e d n e s s )  –  A l l 
requirements for level 3 for one 
full year, current in BOTH CPR 
and First Aid, a minimum of 
25,000 ‘Safe Miles’, written 
recommendation from your 
Chapter Educator or other 
Officer, along with the ‘Master 
T o u r  R i d e r / C o - R i d e r ’ 
application form and $35 to be 
sent to the National office. 

Now to clarify, ‘Safe Miles’ 
versus ‘High Mileage’. ‘Safe 
Miles’ are those accident free 

miles since joining GWRRA. 
High Mileage is all miles you 
have on two wheels, a subtle but 
important difference. 

The ‘Education Weekend’ in 
Lufkin last year, was so 
successful that it will be repeated 
again this year. The dates will be 
November 3 and 4 at Angelina 
College in Lufkin. At this point 
the classes that will be offered 
are: ERC, Trike, First Aid/CPR, 
Road Captain, Co-Rider, and 
Leadership Training Seminars. 
It’s possible that they may add a 
trailering course, but they 
haven’t decided at this point. 

I would like to compile a list 
of everyone’s levels, and what 
they need to get Level 2 or 3. 
S e n d  m e  a n  e - m a i l 
(Tx_dragon_slayer69@yahoo.
com), with the title ‘Rider Ed – 
Levels’ or something similar and 
I will add you to the list. If you 
need patches, let me know and I 
will put together an order for 
George. Black/gold patches are 
$1 more than the ‘standard’ 
patches.

�  as it been cold enough 
for everyone lately? 
Well, since it’s too cold 

to ride without turning into a 
Smurf... is everyone current on 
his or her Safety levels? There 
have been quite a few changes 
since last year. First, our 
National Directors for Rider 
Education have decided to step 
d o w n .  S o ,  u n t i l  t h e i r 
replacements are named, we just 
keep doing things the way it’s 
been until now. 

There have been a few 
changes in ‘Rider Ed’, not the 
least of which is there is no 
longer any renewal fee to stay 
current on your rider levels. The 
old ‘renewal’ form has now been 
replaced with an ‘N-10’ form; 
it’s used for all updates now. If 
it’s been three years since 
you’ve taken a Rider Course, I 
will need to see the completion 
certificate to initial your ‘N-10’ 
form before it’s sent to state. 
Same for those who have gotten, 
or are getting, their CPR/First 
Aid certification renewed. 

For those who are new, or 
have forgotten the requirements 
for Levels 1-3: 

Le v e l  1  (S a fe t y  b y 
Commitment – Safe Rider/Co-
Rider) – Pretty much, just sign 
up.  

You will receive a ‘Safe 
Miles’ patch along with a pin 
showing your ‘safe miles’ if 
applicable.
