THE LAST ONE 
 

I  thought last month was the last 
one, but George reminded me 
that I had promised to write one 

more to help in the transition to a 
new Administration and Chapter. 
And for those of you who became 
aware as I did that we are not 
allowed to vote in GWRRA, I don’t 
think that’s all bad. For example, we 
never have arguments over Robert’s 
Rules of Order, or debates on where 
we want to ride. Most of us just 
don’t ride anymore. Oh, well, let’s 
not beat a dead horse; let’s move on 
to the safety topic of the month. 

This month I think will 
summarize much of what I’ve 
written about over the last two years. 
Yes, it will probably be repetitious, 
but repetition is a good thing, 
especially when it comes to safely 
riding a motorcycle. And some of 
you don’t ride enough. You might 
remember that I quoted some 
magazine guru and asked that each 
of you “gimme five.” Five thousand 
miles a year. Five thousand miles a 
year is not an excessive amount of 
mileage, but it is enough to keep 
one’s skills up and accident rate 
down. It has not yet been proven that 
motorcyclists with superior skills 
have fewer accidents, but we do 
know that riders with no skills are 
indeed more likely to hit the 
pavement or some other hard object. 
So, give me and those you ride with 
five. Five thousand miles a year just 
might make a difference in your life. 
Not to mention those you might 
leave behind. 

If you won’t give me five, then 

give yourself some practice. Practice 
in a vacant parking lot. Practice your 
slow riding skills. Turns at slow 
speed make a better impression on 
other motorcyclists than any curve 
one can take at high speed. No one 
sees you take the high-speed curve. 
Those riding with you should not be 
watching you; they should be 
watching the road. The woman 
behind you probably will have her 
eyes shut, so she won’t see. But pull 
into a parking lot, make a wide turn 
into a parking place and miss it. Or 
turn into that parking space sharp 
enough to make it, and drop the bike. 
Everyone will see it. Fifteen bikers 
will suddenly appear out of the 
cosmos to help you pick it up. And 
even though they will say (in 
unison), “Don’t worry about it, 
everyone does it.” You know in your 
heart of hearts what they’re thinking. 
Because you’re thinking it. How do 
you avoid these negative thoughts? 
You practice slow speed maneuvers 
in an empty parking lot. You also 
practice street and highway 
techniques. Always look where you 
want to go, not where you are. 
Always drive defensively. Look for 
road hazards from potholes to 

railroad tracks crossing the road at 
an angle to road debris. Use your 
eyes. Practice. 

Should you have a memory lapse 
and forget to look, at least wear 
protective gear. I know the sun burns 
in Texas. But so does road rash. A 
fingerless summer glove would have 
protected Esther’s hand. A small 
price to pay. Several manufacturers 
now make summer jackets that offer 
protection and a very healthy amount 
of airflow. I wrote in one of my early 
articles that motorcycles are not 
tanning beds. Don’t dress as if they 
are. I shouldn’t have to say anything 
about helmets. But just in case there 
are those of you who are only going 
to the store and think you don’t need 
one, wear a helmet. In short, always 
wear protective gear. 

Well, I think that’s it. If you can 
think of anything I’ve missed, bring 
it up at the meeting. I want to thank 
George for all of his help with my 
articles, and his understanding when 
I was late. I also want to thank all the 
staff for the fine job they have done 
over the last two years. And most 
especially, I want to thank Robbie 
and Nancy for all of the extra time 
and effort they have expended doing 
their fine job. Although I have 
moaned and groaned about writing 
this article every month, I have 
enjoyed it .  Thanks for  the 
opportunity to learn. Hope you did

Coming Events  
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How Can We Serve 
You Better? 

A t the Region H Staff Meeting 
last November, a statistic was 
shared that was surprising. 

Texas membership was declining. 
Although Membership Enhancement is 
not our area of responsibility, we bring 
it up from the perspective of Training. 
Steve and Judy Mueller put lots of 
effort into this aspect of GWRRA at 
the District level by providing the 
Chapter Directors with Membership 
Lists (formerly referred to as the 
“Green bar”) every month or two. This 
Membership List is contained in a 
Microsoft Excel file. As Trainers, we 
have not provided very much training 
in Excel. We have covered Microsoft 
Word fairly extensively. We believe 
we could serve the Texas membership 
better by providing information and 
training as it relates to Microsoft 
Excel. 

Here is som e background 
information on the application itself. 
Microsoft Excel is Microsoft’s 
spreadsheet application, available as a 
stand-alone program or as part of 
Microsoft Office. Microsoft Office 
contains other applications, depending 
on what version of Office it is. All 
Microsoft Office Products contain 
Word, Excel, PowerPoint, and 
Outlook. Below is a table showing 

each Office product, software 
contents, the new user price, and an 
upgrade price. Note that to use the 
upgrade, you must have a previous 
version or sometimes a competitor’s 
office suite. Be sure to read the 
package on an upgrade version to 
determine if what you have meets the 
requirements. 

Excel as a stand-alone retails for 
$229, and the upgrade price is $109. In 
the past, I did have a computer that 
came with Microsoft Works, which is 
a more basic word processor and 
spreadsheet. In the store, the cost of 
this was under $100. I was able to 
purchase an Office upgrade and 
successfully upgrade Works to Office, 
saving several dollars from the new 
user price. This is just an option to 
consider if you are looking to acquire 
or upgrade. Note that some chapters 
purchase the software for the MEC, 
therefore covering the cost of the 
software on behalf of, and for the use 
of, the chapter. 

Microsoft continually improves 
their software and offers updated 
versions of their software. This can 
create challenges for many users. If 
you are using an older version, for 
example, Office 98, you may not be 
able to open files that were created in 
newer versions of the software, such as 
Office 2000, Office XP, or Office 
2003. This can be frustrating because 
you cannot open the Membership List 

you receive from Steve and Judy. Here 
is a tip: In most versions of Microsoft 
software, you can save files in a 
format compatible with older versions 
of the same program. If you have an 
older version of Excel and cannot open 
the current Membership List, just 
request from your District Staff the 
Membership List file saved as a 
previous version of Excel, and specify 
which version of Excel you have. We 
are certain anyone on your District 
Staff would be glad to do this for you! 

Everything stated above is based 
upon the ASSUMPTION that you 
have Microsoft Excel, and are 
competent in its basic use. We expect 
that this assumption is incorrect, and 
there are Membership Enhancement 
Coordinators or Chapter Directors out 
there that either don’t have Excel (or 
possibly have no computer!), or if they 
have Excel, may not understand Excel 
well enough to be able to sort or 
manipulate the data into a form that is 
useful to them. 

As your District Trainers, we 
would be more than willing to provide 
training in Excel so that you can 
confidently use the program to sort 
data as well as search for data, and 
manipulate the data into a format that 
is user friendly to you. We will look to 
specifically address this training at the 
District Rally in May. 

If you are interested in learning the 
basics of Excel prior to the rally,
