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RIDING IN FOG 

A lthough this time of 
year presents situations 
where the weather—

and thus visibility—can change 
rather suddenly, this can happen 
any time during the year. A very 
common problem this time of 
year is the sudden appearance of 
fog. Although you cannot always 
predict when and where you may 
encounter fog, there are times 
and places where you can expect 
it, and there are steps you can 
take to deal with it. Let’s look at 
how to deal with this problem. 

Certainly, we have all 
encountered fog when we go out 
in the early morning. You are 
most likely to find fog in areas 
where there are large open 
fields. This is especially true 
during periods immediately 
following long stretches of rain 
such as we have ju st 
experienced. When we get a few 
sunny days, all of the standing 
and absorbed ground water 
evaporates into the air loading it 
up with moisture, and then when 
the air cools down, voilà you get 
fog. This phenomenon becomes 
very common when you climb a 
little in elevation or descend into 
a valley area. 

In addition to mornings, it is 
very common to get fog 
developing just after the sun 
sets. The sudden cooling of 
moist air will often cause fog to 

form—especially up in the hills. 
Be prepared for it. 

So what should you do if you 
suddenly encounter fog? Well, 
first and foremost, slow down! 
Keep in mind that your need to 
be able to scan the road 20 
seconds ahead. With fog cutting 
your line of sight down to 
perhaps 50 yards or less, you 
need to slow way down to avoid 
overriding your line of sight and 
perhaps running off the road 
because you didn’t see an 
upcoming curve or colliding 
with an unseen obstacle. Keep in 
mind, as well, that other drivers 
(who are already less attentive 
motorists than you) are just as 
impaired visually by the fog and 
will probably never see you 
coming. Take a center lane 
position to give you the best 
safety buffer from running over 
the centerline or onto the 
shoulder of the road. 

If you have fog lights on your 
bike, turn them on—do not use 
you high beam in fog, especially 
at night. This will cause a 
“ w h i t e - o u t ”  c o n d i t i o n 
(especially at night and/or in 
very heavy fog) that severely 
reduces how far ahead you can 
see. Keep in mind that if you’re 
riding in a group your high beam 
will also blind riders in front of 
you because the bright light will 
reflect off their mirrors directly 
into their eyes. 

If you are having trouble 

determining where you are in 
your lane or which way the road 
is turning, use the white fog line 
on the right side of the road or 
your right-hand lane marking. 
This will give you a more visible 
guideline to follow and also 
deflect your line of sight away 
from oncoming headlights, 
which helps reduce blinding 
glare. 

Another problem is the fog 
causing your face shield and 
windshield to mist up and thus 
block your vision through them. 
Wipe off your face shield often. 
You can attach a small wiper 
blade accessory to the finger of 
your glove. Stop when you 
safely can and wipe off the 
windshield occasionally. If it is 
short enough, look over the 
shield—sitting further back and 
straighter in your seat assists in 
this. If the windshield is 
adjustable, stop and lower it so 
you can see over it. 

Finally, if you find that you 
are wandering all over the road 
and do not feel that you are safe 
and in control, find a safe place 
to pull off the road and stop 
riding. Find a place to stay or a 
ride home—don’t risk your life 
if you can avoid it. And, as 
always,
